Positional Language

We use positional language all the time

- eg. in, on, under, above, between,

next to, through, over, around, behind.

Here are some ideas:

e Go to the playground and use the
equipment, or create an obstacle
course at home, and put yourself in
different positions.

e Find a large cardboard box and play
a game where you go in, under, next
to, etc the box. You could use a
smaller box and a toy.

e Use positional language as you play
at home - eg. the car is in the
garage, the crayon is next to the
paper, my dinner is on the plate.
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
